be typed

be double-spaced

be proofread

be written in third person (no first person - “I’)

be in a standard 12 pt. font (standard margins)

COMPONENT A - WATCH ONE OF THE FOLLOWING FILMS (OR TWO IF YOU WISH)

Henry V (1989): A forerunner of the New Monarchs portrayed by one of the greatest talents to ever propagandize
for Monarchy, the "New Monarchs" and the emerging unity of the new Nation States. Notice the many short
speeches by "ethnic minorities," once enemies, now supporters of the King.

Messenger: The Story of Joan of Arc (1999) This is the most recent and very admirable version of a popular story.

El Cid (1961): The fabled Spanish hero Rodrigo Diaz (a.k.a. El Cid) overcomes a family vendetta and court intrigue to defend
Christian Spain against the Moors.

Luther (2003): During the early 16th Century idealistic German monk Martin Luther, disgusted by the materialism in the church,
begins the dialogue that will lead to the Protestant Reformation.

Introduction __10 pts

___Introduction is well developed. It provides an accurate summary and gives the reader a clear sense of the rest of the
paper. Language is clear, word choice precise and organization is sophisticated. 9/10

___Introduction is developed with some gaps. Summary is present and there are connections to the rest of the paper.
Language and word choice are appropriate and there are indications of organization.7/8

___Introduction lacks development. Summary is vague or not evident and the connections with the rest of the paper
are weak. Language and word choice do not indicate an understanding of the material and there are issues with
organization. 6/5 or lower

Paragraph Development __ 10 pts

___Paragraphs are well-developed and organized. Sentence structure is sophisticated and it helps the reader
comprehend the content. The paragraphs make clear connections with the historical context of the work citing
examples. The paragraphs also are consistent with the theme and that theme is developed throughout the paper.
Citations make substantial contributions to the paper.9/10

___Paragraphs are developed and there is some organizational elements. Sentence structure is appropriate.
Connections to historical context are present with some gaps and adequate cited examples. There is evidence
within the paragraphs of the theme. Citations support the overall intent of the paper. 7/8

___Paragraphs lack development. Organizational and sentence structure interfere with comprehension.
Connections to historical context are weak with few to no cited examples. Indications of theme are weak or
vague. Citations are weak, brief or don’t connect well with the overall intent of the paper. ~ 5/6 or lower
